Guest speakers Mike and Angelina Shute, authors of a new book entitled “Roses for New England, A Guide to Sustainable Rose Gardening.”  Mike spoke discussed how sustainable roses are both winter hardy and disease resistant. Pesticides are not needed in order to have healthy plants.  Companion plants can add to sustainability.  A rose gardener could add to a planting of roses, day lilies, herbs, shrubs, and annuals.  Beneficial insects like companion plants.  Also, lavender and daylilies are also good companion plants for roses
Mike suggested many sustainable varieties for planting. Many other varieties within these groups where listed and shown in a very nice colorful slide show. Here are some mentioned during the slide show:
Brownwell Roses; the Brownwell roses are from Rhode Island, and are nearly wild.
Hybrid Rugosas are also sustainable roses.
Nevada hybrids are another example.
Canadian Explorer roses are a big group with 25 of them.
Meilland International roses.
Griffith Buck roses; there are 25 to 30 variety of his roses.
David Austin roses; 200 varieities, although these roses are not sustainable, the Mayflower Rose is the most sustainable, it is disease-resistant, but it does repeat sparingly.
Tom Carruth of Weeks Roses, Julia Child and Home Run are somewhat sustainable
Knockout Family, the Radler series.
